RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the Minor Subdivision Committee adopt a resolution (Exhibit B) to:
1) Categorically Exempt per CEQA Section 15305 (a); and
2) Approve PLN100547, based on the findings and evidence and subject to the
conditions of approval (Exhibit B)

PROJECT OVERVIEW:

The subject properties are located in the Palo Colorado Road area of Big Sur. The zoning on the
properties is “RDR/40-D(CZ) & WSC/40-D(CZ)” [Rural Density Residential, 40 acres per unit
with Design Control overlay and Watershed Scenic Conservation 40 acres per unit with a Design
Control overlay (Coastal Zone)]. The applicant proposes a lot line adjustment between three
contiguous parcels of approximately 5.2 acres (Parcel A), 113.9 acres (Parcel B), and 34.7 acres
(Parcel C), resulting in three parcels of approximately 64.2 acres (Parcel A-1), 40.8 acres (Parcel
B-1) and 48.6 acres (Parcel C-1).The proposed lot line adjustment requires a Coastal
Development Permit pursuant to Section 20.16.050.QQ of the Monterey County Zoning
Ordinance (Title 20, Coastal).

Existing parcel A does not conform to the minimum parcel size requirements (40 acre) under the
zoning designation. The proposed parcel sizes and configuration have been found consistent with
the minimum parcel size requirement under the zoning designations and with the regulations of
the Subdivision Ordinance. CEQA guidelines exempt lot line adjustments (Finding No. 5 of
Exhibit B). No unusual circumstances were identified to exist for the proposed project that would
necessitate environmental review and therefore, this project is found to be categorically exempt
from environmental review per the Guidelines. Staff recommends approval of the project subject
to the recommended conditions.

Conditions recommended
by RMA — Public Works Department and RMA — Planning Department have been incorporated
into the Condition Compliance/Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Plan attached to the draft
resolution (Exhibit B).

The project was not referred to a Land Use Advisory Committee (LUAC) for review. Based on
the LUAC Procedure guidelines adopted by the Monterey County Board of Supervisors per
Resolution No. 08-338, this application did not warrant referral to the LUAC because the lot line
adjustment is exempt from CEQA and no inconsistencies or controversy have been identified.

Note: The decision on this project is appealable to the Board of Supervisors and the California
Coastal Commission.

The El El Sea, LLC & Eichorn application (PL.N100547) came on for public hearing before
the Monterey County Subdivision Committee on February 23, 2012. Having considered all
the written and documentary evidence, the administrative record, the staff report, oral
testimony, and other evidence presented, the Subdivision Committee finds and decides as

follows:

FINDINGS

1. FINDING: CONSISTENCY - The Project, as conditioned, is consistent with the
applicable plans and policies which designate this area as appropriate
for development.

EVIDENCE: a) During the course of review of this application, the project has been
reviewed for consistency with the text, policies, and regulations in:
- the 1982 Monterey County General Plan;
- Big Sur Coast Land Use Plan;
- Monterey County Coastal Implementation Plan (Part 3);
- Monterey County Zoning Ordinance (Title 20);
- Monterey County Subdivision Ordinance (Title 19);
No conflicts were found to exist. No communications were received
during the course of review of the project indicating any inconsistencies
with the text, policies, and regulations in these documents

091-012, 418-011-012, and 418-011-014-000), Big Sur Coast Land Use
Plan Area. The parcels are zoned “RDR/40-D (CZ) & WSC/40-D
(CZ)” [Rural Density Residential, 40 acres per unit with Design Control
overlay and Watershed Scenic Conservation 40 acres per unit with a
Design Control overlay (Coastal Zone)] which allow for lot line
adjustments consistent with the minimum building site of one acre. The
proposed parcel sizes of approximately 64.4, 40.8 and 48.6 acres
conform to the zoning and land use designations. Therefore, the project
is consistent with the zoning designation.

The project planner conducted a site inspection on May 13, 2011 to
verify that the project on the subject parcel conforms to the plans listed
above.

The subject properties are located within a moderate archaeological
sensitivity (See Finding No. 2, Evidence b). However, the parcels are
not located within 750 feet of a known archaeological resource. The
parcels are also located within Environmentally Sensitive Habitat
(ESHA) (See Finding No. 2, Evidence b). The proposed lot line
adjustment does not include any physical development. Therefore, no
impact would result on these resources and no additional permits are
required.

The project was not referred to the Big Sur Land Use Advisory
Committee (LUAC) for review. Based on the LUAC Procedure
guidelines adopted by the Monterey County Board of Supervisors per
Resolution No. 08-338, this application did not warrant referral to the
LUAC because the lot line adjustment is exempt from CEQA (See
Finding No. 5), the lot line adjustment does not include any conflicts.
The application, project plans, and related support materials submitted
by the project applicant to the Monterey County RMA - Planning
Department for the proposed development found in Project File
PLN100547.

SITE SUITABILITY - The site is physically suitable for the use
proposed.

The project has been reviewed for site suitability by the following
departments and agencies: RMA - Planning Department, CDF Big Sur
Coastal, Public Works, Environmental Health Bureau, Water Resources
Agency. There has been no indication from these departments/agencies
that the site is not suitable for the proposed development Conditions
recommended have been incorporated.

Staff did not identify potential impacts caused by the proposed lot line
adjustment. In addition, the project was found to be exempt from
environmental review (Finding 5). Therefore, no technical reports by
outside consultants were required to be submitted by the applicant.
Staff conducted a site inspection on May 13, 2011 to verify that the site
is suitable for this use.

HEALTH AND SAFETY - The establishment, maintenance, or
operation of the project applied for will not under the circumstances of
this particular case be detrimental to the health, safety, peace, morals,

. comfort, and general welfare of persons residing or working in the

neighborhood of such proposed use, or be detrimental or injurious to
property and improvements in the neighborhood or to the general
welfare of the County.

The project was reviewed by RMA — Planning Department, Public
Works, Environmental Health Bureau, Cal-Fire Coastal Fire Protection
District. The respective departments/agencies have recommended
conditions, where appropriate, to ensure that the project will not have an
adverse effect on the health, safety, and welfare of persons either
residing or working in the neighborhood.

The proposed project was reviewed by the Monterey County
Environmental Health Department. No issues were found regarding
septic and well capabilities and the project was deemed complete with
no conditions.

Parcels A and C contain existing residential development for which
there is existing water and septic disposal facilities. No further
development is included as part of the project. Any potential future
development on Parcel B-1 will be reviewed for consistency with
applicable policies of the Big Sur Coast Land Use Plan and the Zoning
Ordinance (Title 20). As a requirement by the Bureau of Environmental -
Health, feasibility for water and septic disposal systems will be
reviewed prior to the establishment of a single family dwelling on
Parcel B-1.

Preceding Finding No. 1 and subsequent Finding Nos. 5, 6, 7, 7A and
7B and supporting evidence contained in the file.

NO VIOLATIONS - The subject property is in compliance with all
rules and regulations pertaining to zoning uses, subdivision, and any
other applicable provisions of the County’s zoning ordinance. No
violations exist on the property. '

Staff reviewed Monterey County RMA - Planning Department and
Building Services Department records and is not aware of any current
violations existing on subject property. The County records contain
history of a past code violation (File No. CE080270) which has been
corrected and the case closed.

Staff conducted a site inspection on May 13, 2011 and researched
County records to assess if any violation exists on the subject property.
The application, plans and supporting materials submitted by the project
applicant to the Monterey County Planning Department for the proposed
development are found in Project File PLN100547.

CEQA (Exempt): - The project is categorically exempt from
environmental review and no unusual circumstances were identified to
exist for the proposed project. »

15305, Class 5 (a) categorically exempts minor lot line adjustments.
Two of the three resulting parcels (Parcels A-1 and C-1) are developed
with single family dwellings. Parcel B-1 has adequate areas for future
development consistent with the policies of the Coastal Implementation
Plan (Part 3).

The proposed lot line adjustment does not include any additional
development and meets all the requirements of the Subdivision
Ordinance (Title 19 — Coastal) and the Zoning Ordinance (Title 20).
The slope analysis map identifies areas appropriate for future
development in accordance with the policies of the Coastal
Implementation Plan (Part 3) and the development standards of the
zoning district. Further development would be required to obtain
permits consistent with those policies.

A biological report would be required for all further development on
Parcel B-1; development shall avoid any impacts to environmentally
sensitive areas (ESHA), slopes, and viewshed. Any request to develop
in a manner that impacts ESHA, slopes or viewshed would require a
Coastal Development Permit and, therefore, would be subject to
separate environmental review.

CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2 lists exceptions to categorical
exceptions. None of these exceptions can be made because the lot line
adjustment will not impact an environmental resource of hazardous or
critical concern; create a cumulative impact; does not have any unusual
circumstance; result in the damage of a scenic resource; the subject
properties are not located on a hazardous waste site; nor are there any
historical resources on the property which would be affected by the lot
line adjustment. Therefore, none of the exceptions apply and the project
is exempt from environmental review.

No adverse environmental effects were identified during staff review of
the development application during a site visit on May 13, 2011.
Preceding and following findings and supporting evidence.

PUBLIC ACCESS — The project is in conformance with the public
access and recreation policies of the Coastal Act (specifically Chapter 3
of the Coastal Act of 1976, commencing with Section 30200 of the
Public Resources Code) and Local Coastal Program, and does not
interfere with any form of historic public use or trust rights.

No access is required as part of the project as no substantial adverse
impact on access, either individually or cumulatively, as described in
Section 20.145.150.C.a of the Monterey County Coastal Implementation
Plan can be demonstrated.

The subject property is not described as an area where the Local Coastal
Program requires public access (Figure 2, Shoreline Access Plan of the
Big Sur Coast Land Use Plan).

No evidence or documentation has been submitted or found showing the
existence of historic public use or trust rights over this property.

b) The parcels are zoned RDR/40-D (CZ) & WSC/40-D (CZ) [Rural
Density Residential, 40 acres per unit with Design Control Overlay
(Coastal Zone)] and [Watershed Scenic Conservation 40 acres per unit
with a Design Control Overlay, (Coastal Zone)]. The lots resulting from

the proposed lot line adjustment are all greater than 40 acres. No
additional development is proposed at this time.

¢) The project area has a total of 153.8 acres. The proposed lot line
adjustment includes increasing Parcel A (Assessor’s Parcel Number:
418-091-012-000) from approximately 5.2 acres to 64.4 acres; reducing
Parcel B (Assessor’s Parcel Number: 418-011-012-000) from
approximately 113.9 acres to 40.8 acres; and increasing Parcel C
(Assessor’s Parcel Number: 418-011-014-000) from approximately 34.7
acres to 48.6 acres.

d) Pursuant to Government Code Section 66412 (Subdivision Map Act)
and Monterey County Subdivision Ordinance (Section 19.09.025.B.1)
the lot line adjustment is between two or more and less than four
existing adjacent parcels. The lot line adjustment will adjust the
boundaries between three existing adjacent parcels of record.

e) The existing parcels have been deemed as separate legal lots of record
as follows:

f) The proposed lot line adjustment is consistent with the Monterey

their use and no violations exist on the property. The existing building
areas will not be affected by the lot line adjustment and will remain
consistent with the Site Development Standards of the Watershed and
Scenic Conservation and Rural Density Residential Zoning Districts.
Existing development on Parcels A-1 and C-1 will be in compliance
with yard setbacks, minimum lot size and site coverage limits. Existing

- septic systems and wells will not be affected by the lot line adjustment.

Resulting Parcel B-1 will have the potential for development with a
single family dwelling that meet s the site development standards of the
zoning district.

As an exclusion to the Subdivision Map Act, no map is recorded for a
Lot Line Adjustment. In order to appropriately document the boundary
changes, a Certificate of Compliance for each new lot is required per a
standard condition of approval.

The project planner conducted a site inspection on May 13,2011 to .
verify that the project would not conflict with zoning or building
ordinances.
